The Finance Committee met on June 8%, All members were present, which includes council persons Summers, Madigan,
and Butler. Also present was Finance Director Pae, Assistant Finance Director Schuster, and HR Director Yousefi.

Items considered included the following:
1. Midyear Appropriations changes- Ord 48-09: These changes are a result of

a. Funding the merit pay strategy this Council approved
b. Un funding longevity pay- which is replaced by merit pay
é. Adjusts bond payments to actual from a previous forecast
d. Creates several funds necessary to receive and manage the Federal Stimulus money
e. Adjusts Tax incentive Finance (TIF) funds to actual from forecasts
f.  Adjusts several personnel related funds to reflect organization changes and transition costs.

The net effect to the general fund is a $19,951 cost increase. The Finance Committee Voted 3-0 to recommend passage of
Ordinance 48-09 on its 3™ reading tonight.

2. 2™ Quarter Transfers- Ord 49-09. These changes reflect several routine transfers, as well as adjustments to debt
service funds for Police and Fire Pension and TIF funds. The TIF fund gains $229,994 because the actual Vedda
Printing project costs incurred were less than projected by this amount.

a. The Finance committee voted 3-0 to recommend passage of these transfers on 3% reading,

3. The final item considered was Ord 18-09A,- an addition of a job classification- “Human Resource Associate” to
Grade 27.

a. The Finance Committee voted 3-0 to recommend passage of the amended ordinance to reflect several
changes.

b. Since this addition was added after this ordinance was referred from City council, and since two changes on

the original referral have been canceled, Our Law Department recomunends that we take no action on 18-
(U3



09A and in its place suspend the rules and adopt on first reading ordinance 18-09B. which simply adds the
Grade 27 job classification.

AN ORDINANCE to take effect immediately provided it receives the affirmative
vote of at least five (5) members elected to Council otherwise, it shall take effect
and be in force after the earliest period allowed by law to establish
appropriations for current expenses and other expenditures of the City of
Lakewood, State of Ohio, for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2009.

WHEREAS, this Council by a vote of at least five members elected thereto
determines that this ordinance Is an emergency measure, and that this ordinance
shall take effect at the earliest date possible as set forth in ARTICLE III,
SECTIONS 10 and 13 of the SECOND AMENDED CHARTER OF THE CITY OF
LAKEWOOD, and that it is necessary to provide for the usual daily operation of
the City in that the City must record all finandal transactions within the
appropriate fiscal period. Now therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, STATE OF OHIO

Section 1.  That to provide for the personal services and other appropriations
of the City of Lakewood for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2009, the sums
summarized on the attached Exhibit A, incorporated herein by reference, are
hereby appropriated and authorized for encumbrance and/or expenditure as
provided herein.

Section 2.  That further all existing encumbrances in all funds of the City of
Lakewood shall be carried forward. The approval of the Municipal Court Budget
includes approval of any amendment to the salaries of the Clerk of Court and the
Probation Officer in accordance with Sections 1901.31 and 1901.33 of the Ohio
Revised Code.

Section 3.  That all expenditures hereinbefore authorized and to the amount
authorized shall be made in accordance with the line items of Exhibit B as
adopted by the Council of the City of Lakewood and made a part hereof, and that
any disbursements within any line item set forth in Exhibit B may be paid out of
the appropriation.



Section 4.  That any amount encumbered in a year prior {0 fiscal year 2009 in
any and all funds of the City of Lakewood are hereby appropriated for the
purpose of expenditure in 2008 or thereafter.

Section 5.  That the Director of Finance be and is hereby authorized to draw
checks upon the City depository’s for the amounts appropriated in this ordinance
whenever claims are presented, properly approved by the head of the
department for which the indebtedness is incurred.

Section 6. That this ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency
measure necessary to provide for the usual daily operation of the City for the
reasons set forth and defined in the preambie to this ordinance, and provided it
receives the affirmative vote of at least five of its members elected to Coundil,
this ordinance shali take effect and be in force immediately upon its adoption by
the Council and approval by the Mayor; otherwise, it shall take effect and be in
force after the earliest period allowed by law.

Section 7. Tt is found and determined that all formal actions of this Coundil
concerning and relating to the passage of this ordinance were adopted in an
open meeting of this Council and of any of its committees, that resulted in such
formal actions, were in meetings open to the public in compliance with all legal
reguirements.
