When addressed by the Chair, the speaker must yield the floor and
comply with all rulings of the chair, said rulings not being open to debate. Except with permission of
Council specifically given, speakers shall be limited to five minutes. No person who has had the floor shall
again be recognized until all others desiring an opportunity to speak have been given an opportunity to do
50.

The Clerk at the beginning of the meeting will present the AGENDA ITEMS sign-in sheet to the President
of Council. Speakers will be called to address Council by the Chair A citizen must first write his or her
name, address and agenda item number on the designated sign-in sheet in order to be recognized.

The clerk at the end of the meeting will present the PUBLIC COMMENT sign-in sheet to the President of
Council. Public Comment will be welcomed at the end of a Council Mesting on miscellaneous issues or
issues other than agenda items. A citizen must first write his or her name, address and topic on the
designated sign-in sheet in order to be recognized. The forum is not designed to be a question and answer
session.

That Director specifically is authorized to negotiate and or make counter
proposals to any offer to purchase said real property, and shall, upon the close of the transaction,
report to Council the details of the sale.

ORDINANCE NO. 56-09 BY:

AN ORDINANCE to enact a new Section 331.47, Excessive Idling, of the
Codified Ordinances of the City of Lakewood.

WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Lakewood desires to promote fuel
conservation and emissions reduction; promote the health and well being of its
citizens and reduce barriers to economic development imposed by the region’s
alr quality status under the federal Clean Air Act; and

WHEREAS, poor air quality aggravates asthma and breathing disorders,
and can cause lung disease, heart disease and premature death; and

WHEREAS, idling reduction helps cuts polluting greenhouse gas emissions,
cuts energy use, maintenance costs, saves fuel and prevents pollution.

Now therefore,
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, STATE OF OHIO:

Section 1.  That a new Section 331.47, Excessive Idling, of the Codified
Ordinances of the City of Lakewood is hereby enacted to read as follows:

331.47 EXCESSIVE IDLING

(a) Purpose. The purpose of this section is to protect public health and
the environment by reducing emissions while conserving fuel, maintaining
adequate rest and safety of all drivers, and removing barriers to economic
development imposed by the region's air quality status under the federal Clean
Air Act.

(b) Applicability. As used in this section, “vehicle” has the same meaning as in
Section 301.51 of the Lakewood Codified Ordinances and Ohio Revised Code Section
4511.01,

(¢)  General Requirement. Except as provided in division (d) of this section,
Uo




(1) the owner or operator of a vehicle shall riot Cause or allow a vehicle to idle
for more than 5 minutes in any 60-minute period; and

(2) the owner or operator of a vehicle that is loading or unloading at a loading
dock or loading/unloading area, and the owner or operator of the loading dock
or loading/unloading area, shali not cause or aliow a vehicle to idle in that
loading/unioading area for more than 10 minutes in any 60 minute period.

(d) Exemptions. Division (c) of this section does not apply when;

(1) The outdoor temperature is below 32 degrees Fahrenheit or above 85
degrees Fahrenheit. However, idling is limited to 10 minutes in any 60
minute period.

(2) To prevent a safety or health emergency, a vehicle idles when operating
defrosters, heaters, air conditioners, or when installing equipment.

(3) A vehicle idles while forced to remain motioniess because of on-highway
traffic, an official traffic control device or signal, or at the direction of a law
enforcement official.

(4) A police, fire, ambulance, public safety, military, other emergency or law
enforcement vehicle, or any vehicle being used in an emergency capacity,
idles while in an emergency or training mode, or to maintain communications
or other essential on board equipment, and not solely for the convenience of
the vehicie operator.

(5) The primary propulsion engine idles for maintenance, servicing, repair, or
diagnostic purposes if idling is required for such activity, or idles as part of a
state or federal inspection to verify that all equipment is in good working
order, provided idling is required as part of the inspection.

(6) Idling of the primary propulsion engine is necessary to power work-related
mechanical or electrical operations other than propulsion (e.g., mixing or
processing cargo or straight truck refrigeration). This exemption does not
apply when idling for cabin comfort or to operate non-essential on-board
equipment.

(7) An armored vehicle idles when a person remains inside the vehicle to
guard the contents, or while the vehicle is being loaded or unloaded.

(8) An occupied vehicle with a sleeper berth compartment idles for purposes
of air conditioning or heating during a required rest or sleep period.
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(9) A vehicle idles due to mechanical difficulties over which the driver has no
control.

(10) A vehicle is only operating an auxiliary power unit, generator set, or other
mobile idle reduction technology as a means to heat, air condition, or provide
electrical power as an alternative to idling the main engine.

(11) A vehicle Is actively engaged in work upon the surface of a street or
highway, including construction, cleaning, and snow removal activities, and the
operator is in the vehicle.

(e) Penalty. Whoever violates this section shall be guilty of a minor
misdemeanor.

Section 2. It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Council

AN ORDINANCE to take effect immediately provided it received the affirmative
vote of at least five (5) members elected to Council otherwise, it shali take effect and
be in force after the earliest period allowed by faw, to amend Chapter 1775, WEEDS of
the Lakewood Codified Ordinance to allow the City of Lakewood to abate tall grass and
nuisance vegetation conditions more quickly and efficiently.

WHEREAS, currently the time between a property owner is put on notice of a
violation of Chapter 1775 of the Lakewood Codified Ordinances and the time that the
City is able to abate the condition under the current ordinance can exceed five (5)
business days; and

WHEREAS, during that lapse of time, the nuisance conditions continue to
negatively effect the neighborhood and the City of Lakewood as a whole; and

WHEREAS, in order to abate these conditions more quickly to protect the public
property, health and safety, amendments are necessary to the existing ordinance; and

WHEREAS, this Council by a vote of at least five (5) members elected
thereto determines that this ordinance is an emergency measure, and that this
ordinance shall take effect at the earliest date possibie as set forth in ARTICLE III,
SECTONS 10 and 13 of the SECOND AMENDED CHARTER OF THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD,
and that it is necessary for the immediate preservation of the public property, health
and safety, and to provide for the usual daily operation of municipal departments in that
this amendment is necessary to immediately provide for abatement of nuisance
vegetation and tall grass as we are in the middle of the growing season. Now,
therefore,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, STATE OF OHIO

Section 1.  That Chapter 1775, WEEDS, of the Lakewood Codified Ordinances
currently reading as follows:

1775.01 WEED, TALL GRASS, NUISANCE VEGETATION CR GROWTHS OVER
SIDEWALKS REMOVAL.

(a) The owner, occupant or person having the charge or management of any
lot or parcel of land situated within the City, whether the same be improved or
unimproved, vacant or occupied, within forty-eight hours written notice to do so, shall
cut or destroy, or cause to be cut or destroyed, any noxious or poisonous weeds,
including but not limited to Russian, Canadian or common thistle, all wild lettuce, wild
mustard, wild parsley, ragweed, milkweed, chickweed, wild garlic, quack grass,
dodders, wild carrot, common cockle, docks, chicory or tall grasses growing upon such
lot or parcel of land, and prevent the same from blooming or going to seed, or
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Exc?ter:]ding a height of six inches, or spreading polien which may be harmful to human
ealth.

(b) The owner, occupant or person having the charge or management of any lot
or parcel of land situated within the City, whether the same be improved or
unimproved, vacant or occupied, within forty-eight hours written notice to do so, shall
cut or destroy, or cause to be cut or destroyed, any limbs of trees, branches, bushes,
shrubs, briars, or vines that project over any sid'ewa k so as to interfere with or deprive
pedestrians of the tree and full use of such sidewalk.

(c) If the owner, occupant or person having the charge or management of
any lot or parcel of land does not cut or destroy, or cause to be cut or destroyed,
noxious weeds, grasses, limbs, branches, bushes, shrubs, briars or vines as provided
herein, the Mayor or Director of Public Safety is authorized to cause to be cut or
destroyed such noxious weeds or grasses.

(¢)  When any such noxious weeds, grasses, limbs, branches, bushes, shrubs,
briars or vines are cut or destroyed by the ity, as provided herein, then after such
work is performed, the City shall give five days’ notice by regular mail to the owner,
occupant or person having the charge or management of such lot or parcel of land, at
his known address, to pay the cost of such cutting or destroying of noxious weeds or
grasses, which notice shall be accompanied by a statement of the amount of cost
incurred. If the same is not paid within thirty days after the mailing of the notice, such
amount may be certified to the County Auditor for collection as other taxes and
assessments are collected in accordance with Ohio R.C. 731.54, or the City may seek
recovery of such costs by civil action against the property owner involved.

(d) When it is deemed necessary to cut and destroy weeds or grasses on
private property, in accordance with the provisions of this section, the owner shall be
charged at the rate of one hundred dollars ($100.00) per hour or portion thereof, or the
actual cost of such work, whichever is the larger. The minimum charge for each
required cutting or destruction of weeds or grasses within any 12 month period shall be
as follows:

First Offense $100.00
Second Offense 200.00
Third or Subsequent Offense 300.00

1775.99 For Failure to Comply with a Notice or Neglect of Maintenance.

a) Whoever refuses, neglects or fails to comply with an order to cut or
destroy weeds or grasses or fo remove nuisance vegetation or growths over sidewalks
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be fined not less
than twenty-five dollars ($25.00) nor more than five-hundred dollars ($500.00). Each
day such violation occurs or continues shall constitute a separate offense.
