Section 121.08 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Lakewood establishes rules for the public fo follow
when speaking before Council:

ADDRESSING COUNCIL — The President may recognize any non-member for addressing Council on
any question then pending. In such cases, the person recognized shall address the chair, state his or her
name and address and the subject matter he or she desires to discuss. Speakers must be courteous in their
language and avoid personalities. When addressed by the Chair, the speaker must yield the floor and
comply with all rulings of the chair, said rulings not being open to debate. Except with permission of
Council specifically given, speakers shall be limited to five minutes. No person who has had the floor
shall again be recognized until all others desiring an opportunity to speak have been given an opportunity
to do so.

AGENDA ITEMS PROTOCOL:

The Clerk at the beginning of the meeting will present the AGENDA ITEMS sign-in sheet to the
President of Council. Speakers will be called to address Council by the Chair. A citizen must first write
his or her name, address and agenda item number on the designated sign-in sheet in order to be
recognized.

PUBLIC COMMENT PROTOCOL:

The clerk at the end of the meeting will present the PUBLIC COMMENT sign-in sheet to the President of
Council. Public Comment will be welcomed at the end of a Council Meeting on miscellancous issues or
issues other than agenda items. A citizen must first write his or her name, address and topic on the
designated sign-in sheet in order to be recognized. The forum is not designed to be a question and answer
Session.

ORDINANCE NO. 95-09 BY:

AN ORDINANCE to amend Section 373.17 License Application, 373.18
Issuance of License, and 373.19 Disposition of Fees, of the Codified Ordinances
of the City of Lakewood to remove payment of a fee for the issuance of a bicycle
license within the City of Lakewood in order to make bicycle licenses more
accessible to residents.

WHEREAS, the City of Lakewood has historically required that residents
register their bicycles with the City of Lakewood through a licensing process; and

WHEREAS, a minimal fee of two dollars ($2.00) is currently charged to
obtain the license; and

WHEREAS, the license is intended to allow police to quickly identify and
notify the owner of a bicycle in the event that it is lost or stolen so that the
bicycle can be returned; and

WHEREAS, annually the Lakewood Police Department obtains and stores
hundreds of bicycles that are later auctioned or disposed of due to the Poiice
Department’s inability to locate an owner; and

WHEREAS, removing the fee required will permit Police Officers to issue
licenses at local community events and other venues convenient to residents
without having to handle cash or other forms of payment with the intent of
registering more bicycles and being able to identify more owners when Police do
locate fost or stolen bicycles. Now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF LAKEWOOD, STATE OF OHIO:

~ Section1.  That Section 373.17 License Application, of the Codified
Ordinances of the City of Lakewood, currently reading as follows:

373.17 LICENSE APPLICATION.

(8)  Application for registration of a bicycle shall be made to the Chief
of Police upon forms provided by him, which shall contain the name and

issued, and other information as the Chief of Police shall deem pertinent, and a record
of all bicycle license fees collected by him.

Section 3.  That Section 373.19 Disposition of Fees, of the Codified
Ordinances of the City of Lakewood, currently reading as foliows:

373.19 DISPOSITION OF FEES.

The Chief of Police shall pay monthly to the Director of Finance all fees received
pursuant to the provisions of this chapter and shall take the Director of Finance's
receipt therefor, which shall be kept as a part of the Police Division’s record of such
registrations.
