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On 2-8-10. at approx. 1710 hours, | was detailed to 1327 Bonnieview Avenue #201 on the report of
a female having possibly overdosed on heroin. Cars were sent Code 3 as well as the squad. PO
Herpka was first to arrive and | arrived shortly thereafter. When | entered the apartment, PO Herpka
was performing CPR on the female, later identified as SUB-HALA. The squad arrived seconds after
this officer and took over the treatment of HALA.

PO Herpka and | spoke with the complainant, COM-BARR. BARR advised the following. He was
visiting HALA at her apartment and had been there for several hours. HALA and BARR are both
recovering addicts and are now good friends. The two were watching a movie together when HALA
received a phone call and went in her bedroom to talk to the person. BARR assumed the male that
called was another male that lived in the building, OIV-HILL. A little while later, HALA left the
apartment.

While HALA was gone, HILL and an unidentified woman came to HALA's apartment and asked for
her. but BARR stated that she was not there. HALA returned to the apartment a short time later and
then went into the kitchen and then directly to the bathroom. After several minutes, BARR heard a
thump and thought it might be a noise from the neighbors. When HALA did not come out, BARR
became concerned. BARR went to the bathroom door and found that it was locked and HALA was not
responding to him. BARR forced open the door and found HALA on the floor unresponsive. BARR
pulled her out of the bathroom and into the living room. He immediately called 911. PO Herpka took
the attached statement from BARR.

The squad worked on HALA for several minutes and eventually transported her to the hospital.
HALA was seen by Dr. Nelson at the hospital. HALA was subseqguently transferred to the ICU unit for

observation.

In the bathroom of HALA'S apartment, | found the listed spoon and syringe. The items were located
under the bathroom sink. Those items were taken as evidence and subsequently secured in the
property chute. The two pill bottles, that had assorted pills inside of them, were also taken as evidence
and tagged and secured in the property room chute. The bottles had no markings on the outside of
them and they were both found on the living room table. Inv. Pickens took photos of the scene. See

his photo sheet for details.

PO Kappa arrived on scene and we went upstairs to speak with HILL. HILL advised that he and
HALA were planning on going to a movie later that night. HILL advised that he was unaware if HALA
had possessed and/or consumed any drugs throughout the day. Identified inside HILL's apartment was
OIV-BRADICK. BRADICK stated that he was at HILL's apartment since approx. 1400 hours and HALA
came down at approx. 1415 hours. The two whispered some things to each other and then HALA left.

Hala passed away at I akewood Hospital on 2/11/10 at 0215
hrs. Hala was pronounced by Dr. A. Patel of Lakewood Hospital. Hala was transported to the
Coroner’s office this same date. Pathologist Dr. Andrea McCollom is in charge of the case. No
autopsy was scheduled for Hala’s body. Hala was released from the Coroner’s office on 2/12/10.
